I recently read a book by Tim Lautzenheiser entitled Music Advocacy and Student Leadership.
In the book, Tim encourages all of us to not become complacent when it comes to supporting
arts education in our local school districts. At this point, we have tons of research and
information that unequivocally supports the positive effects of music education in a student’s
life. I would like to just mention a few:

1. Music is intrinsic and in every individual; it is connected to the human spirit and the creative mind.

2. Music opens the mind. Drs. Gordon Shaw and Frances Rascher (UC-Irvine) affirm every musician’s inherent
knowing, but until now, not scientifically proven theory of access to higher levels of creativity in every form of
learning based on the study of music.

3. Music teaches more than music. Research has proven that music students score higher than their non-music
counterparts in the areas of problem solving, reading comprehension, motor proficiency, spatial awareness, and
listening skills. SAT scores are considerably higher in music students as compared to non-music participants.
In addition, students learn collaborative teamwork through communication skills when involved in a thriving
band program.

4. Music is the universal language. Cross-civilization communication continues to be at the forefront of our very
existence. Music creates sensitive individuals dedicated to the harmony of mankind.

I hope that you share my passion for the study of the arts and will not let it become a “by-product” in the minds of our
community leaders.

Our annual Symphonic Camp will be held on Friday and Saturday, January 27th and 28th. This is a mini-version of "band
camp" for concert band and is one of the most important events of the year for us. We're really excited about our
clinicians: Larry Livingston from the University of Southern California, Scott Weiss from the University of South
Carolina, and Jamie Weaver from Carrollton, Texas.
